About the Company

Overview

1 Established in 1972, Squamish Terminals (SQT) is a deep-water,
break-bulk terminal situated on a 24 hectare (60 acre) site at the
north end of Howe Sound - only 32 nautical miles north of Port
Metro Vancouver (48 kilometers or 30 miles via Highway 99).

1 With 2 berths, 3 warehouses, specialized handling equipment, an
experienced work force and an intermodal transportation infra-
structure, SQT efficiently imports and exports break-bulk cargos
worldwide loading to and from ocean vessels, barge, rail and truck.

1 Squamish Terminals is known as one of the largest pulp break-bulk
terminals in North America and has diversified to become a major
player in other break-bulk products such as lumber, steel (pipes,
beam/channel, plate, coil, rebar, rail) and project cargos.

Connections

1 Squamish Terminals is open to all major break-bulk shipping lines,
providing our customers with access to markets worldwide.

1 SQT is a wholly owned subsidiary of Grieg Star Shipping AS.

1 Squamish Terminals is serviced by CN Rail connecting to markets
across Canada and into the United States.

1 SQT operates 7 days a week and receives railcars from CN Rail daily.

1 Highway 99 is minutes away, providing fast turnaround time for the
trucking industry. A significant amount of cargo moves to and from
SQT via truck. SQT has strong working relationships with various
trucking companies to facilitate effective movement of break-bulk
shipments.

1 SAAM SMIT Towage is a premier harbour towage operator and has
a dedicated tug mooring facility stationed at SQT.

Berth Facilities

1 Squamish Terminals has two berths, which handle Handymax size
vessels and have the following specifications:
1) East Berth - Length: 137.0 meters plus 35 meters for landing a
ship’s gangway, Zero Tide Draft: 11.5 meters.
2)West Berth - Length: 152.4 meters, Zero Tide Draft: 11.8 meters.

Warehousing Facilities

1 Squamish Terminals’ three warehouses occupy approximately
47,400 square meters (510,000 square feet).

1 All three warehouses provide direct rail access, covered loading
aprons, and are equipped with fire protection and polished
concrete floors for optimum cargo cleanliness.

1 SQT also has a significant amount of laydown area/outside storage.

Equipment

1 SQT continually strives to upgrade to modern, lower emission cargo
handling equipment.

1 Over 50 pieces of specialized equipment on site with lift truck
capacities up to 20,000kg (45,000 Ibs), reach stacker capacity of

40,000kg (90,000lbs) and trailer capacities up to 75,000 kg (165,000
Ibs). Access to additional equipment is available upon request.

1 Specialized maintenance center for servicing and repairing of all
terminal equipment at SQT.
